Maths )

In our writing this term, children will
have the opportunity to retell stories
and write diary entries. The texts
which will inspire our writing include;
Little Red Riding Hood, Alice in
Wonderland by Lewis Carroll, 7he
Way Back Home by Oliver Jeffers
and 7he Explorer by Chris Judge.
We will also be working to improve
our spelling and handwriting.

The children will read every day
using the text from our writing
lessons. This enables us to fully
immerse ourselves into rich
vocabulary and age appropriate
texts including fiction, non-fiction
and poetry. We will be further
developing our understanding and
comprehension skills including
inference.

Our focus in Maths this term is ‘Place
Value’ and ‘Addition and Subtraction
up to 100". The children will learn
how to compare numbers, order
numbers, draw and write numbers
and add and subtract. The children
will have the opportunity to use a
range of manipulatives to support
their learning.

This term the children will
investigate ‘Living Things and Their
Habitats’. We will learn to identify
that most living things live in
habitats to which they are suited
and describe how different habitats
provide for the needs of different
kinds of animals and plants.

This term we will explore whether
we would prefer to live in a hot or
cold place. In doing so, we will name
and locate the seven continents, the
poles and the equator on a world
map. We will also investigate the
weather and learn about countries
with both hot and cold climates.

Our PSHE topic is ‘Being Me In My
World'. This unit will focus on
understanding our rights and

responsibilities as a member of our
class and recognising choices we
make and their consequences. We
will also be exploring our own
feelings with '7he Colour Monster’by
Anna Llenas.
